5 PRECEPTS OF THE 
CATHOLIC CHURCH

he first precept requires the faithful to sanc-
tify the day commemorating the Resurrection 
of the Lord as well as the principal liturgical 
feasts honoring the mysteries of the Lord, the 
Blessed Virgin Mary, and the saints; in the 
first place, by participating in the Eucharistic 
celebration, in which the Christian communi-
ty is gathered, and by resting from those works 
and activities which could impede such a sanc-
tification of these days.

The fifth precept means that the faithful 
are obliged to assist with the material needs 
of the Church, each according to his own 
ability.

The third precept guarantees as a minimum 
the reception of the Lord’s Body and Blood 
in connection with the Paschal feasts, the 
origin and center of the Christian liturgy.

The fourth precept ensures the times of 
penance which prepare us for the liturgical 
feasts and help us acquire mastery over our 
instincts and freedom of heart.

The second precept ensures preparation for 
the Eucharist by the reception of the sacra-
ment of reconciliation, which continues Bap-
tism’s work of conversion and forgiveness.

Forgiven: The Transforming Power of Confession provides 
the Church’s teaching about the sacrament of Confession, 

including a practical “walk through” of what happens in the confessional and how 
every moment connects to Scripture, Catholic Tradition, and God’s passionate de-
sire to be with you.
