THE RITE OF DEDICATION OF AN ALTAR 
After the Bishop has cleansed his hands of the Chrism and changed 

back into his chasuble, a brazier or bowl is placed on the Altar, inside of 
which are several lighted charcoals. He places incense on the charcoals and 
then he will incense the Altar. Incense has long been a staple in Catholic 
Worship as a symbol of the prayers of those gathered ascending to the       
Father. As we watch the incense drift upwards, we call to mind the        
Psalmistôs words: ñLet my prayer rise like incense before you.ò Catholics  
use incense like our Jewish ancestors did.  

Thus, like our Jewish ancestors who offered sacrifices on altars, so 
too Catholics offer the one true sacrifice (the death of Christ on the Cross) on our altars to the Father, through and 
with Jesus. The Bishop walks all around the Altar, incensing it and showing through the smoke that the Altar is the 
way in which we lift our prayers and praise to God. He prays:
