This decision will give us more time to study the situation and 
encourage more families to enroll their children.  My hope is that the school and parish will 
thrive in every area of ministry. With God, all things are possible. With Mr. Armstrong and 
Mr. Andrewsô guidance, I am asking the committees to continue to study ways to keep the 
school open as a Pre-K through 12, while also considering the option of a Pre-K through 5 
school. I am very thankful to everyone involved in these efforts. I know the Finance Council 
has been working hard to make a budget that allows the parish to focus more on other im-
portant ministries, like helping the poor in the community. I am very grateful to Fr. Kerry, 
Deacon Ed Souza, Mr. Augustine (the school principal), Mr. Armstrong, and Mr. Andrews for 
their leadership, as well as to all the committee members who have worked hard on our plans. 
I ask you to continue to grow together, respect each otherôs views to show the love of God to 
the parish and the wider Junction City community.  May God bless you all with peace.
