HOLY WEEK: A COUPLE OF THOUGHTS 
 
**Mass Time and Mass Place Change: Next weekend we begin 
Holy Week.  Holy Week begins with us remembering Christôs entry 
into Jerusalem.  Our Masses will all begin in the School Gym.  There 
we will bless palms and begin our procession to the church.   
Processions have always been a part of the churchôs liturgy.  In the 
early church, the Presider (and especially the Pope) would gather 
people a few blocks away to begin processing to the church. The 
physical act of moving from one place to another gave the faithful a 
chance to get away from the world and enter into something very 
solemn and moving. 
     For us today, we unite ourselves to Christ and his entry into  
Jerusalem.  We are reminded that our whole life is a procession to 
the fullness of Godôs kingdom, that we are always on the journey. 
 
** Rice Bowls.  Just a reminder to keep your Rice Bowls on the 
kitchen table.  We all are to bring them to the Holy Thursday  
celebration.  At this Mass, we remember Christ washing the feet of 
this apostles....and Pope Francis in years past washing the feet of 
those in prison and in other places where people are ñon the 
edge.ò  Our Rice Bowls is our way of washing the feet of the poor of 
the world.

As we approach the solemn celebration of the Chrism 
Mass, I write to you to emphasize the significance of 
this sacred liturgy and to extend a heartfelt invitation 
for your participation.  
1. The Chrism Mass is a special occasion where the 
bishop, together with his priests, renews the priestly 
promises made on the day of Ordination. This act 
holds great value as it allows priests to reaffirm 
their fidelity to Christ, who has chosen them as His 
ministers. Through this renewal, priests strengthen 
their commitment to serving the Christian                
community and living out their vocation with zeal 
and dedication. 

2. During the Chrism Mass, the oils used in various 
sacraments are blessed and consecrated. The oil of 
the sick and the oil of the catechumens, along with 
the sacred Chrism, are symbols of the fullness of 
Christôs Priesthood and the unity of the Church. 
These blessed oils play a vital role in the             
sacramental life of the Church, particularly in   
Baptism, Confirmation, Anointing of the Sick, and 
Ordination. 

3. The Chrism Mass is a preparation for the            
celebration of the Easter Triduum. It serves as a 
moment of spiritual renewal and unity for the clergy 
and the faithful, highlighting the importance of the 
priesthood and the sacraments 
in our journey of faith.

Leaders of this 
mission are knowledgeable of the Catholic faith,  
hardworking, and passionate about sharing Christôs 
joy and love. 
 

Where did the name Prayer and Action come 
from? 

Father Gale Hammerschmidt founded the program; 
it began in the Diocese of Salina in 2006. He  
wanted this mission to accomplish 2 things: offer a 
low-cost mission trip experience and provide  
service to the people in the Diocese of Salina. Fr. 
Gale chose to name the program after a quote about 
Mary from St. Pope John Paul II that emphasized 
Maryôs dedication to both prayer AND action.

Prayer and Action is open to all high school  
students, including those in 8th-11th grade for the 
2024-2025 school year.
